Anini Beach Park is a popular
beach campground on Kauaʻi’s
North Shore, known for its calm
waters, long shoreline, and shaded
areas. The campground is open
year-round but closes weekly for
maintenance from Wednesday at
10:00 am until Thursday at 12:00
noon. Camping here is tent only,
and sleeping in vehicles or
campervans is not allowed.

Camping permits are required.
Book online at kauai.gov/parks. If
you need help, call (808) 241-4463.

Activities
Swimming (usually calm waters),
snorkeling, beach walks, and
sightseeing.

Facilities
Restrooms, outdoor showers, picnic
tables, trash cans, and beach
access.

Prohibited
No pets or animals, no alcohol, no
smoking, no commercial activities,
no vehicle or campervan camping,
and no ATVs or motorized vehicles.

If you plan to explore this park by campervan,
rent here at our partner link Outdoorsy.
Campervans are for transportation only and
cannot be slept in at this campground. Get
