Strict Gate Hours: Park rangers
lock the gates from 8:00 PM to
7:00 AM. Do not get locked in or
out!

Closed Mid-Week: The county
closes all campsites on
Wednesdays and Thursdays.
You must pack up and leave
by 8:00 AM on Wednesday.

Tent Only: The city strictly bans
sleeping in your vehicle. You
must sleep in a ground tent.

No Driving on Grass: You
cannot drive your vehicle right
up to your campsite. Prepare
to carry your gear a short
distance from the parking lot.

Watch the Ocean: The surf
and ocean currents run strong
here. Always keep a close eye
on swimmers!

Always in high demand, Kokololio
Beach Park is a beautiful park with
a beautiful beach but surf and
currents can demand the
swimmers attention.

Camping Rules & Limits
Your permit starts Friday at 8:00 am and ends Wednesday at 8:00 am.
You must bring a printed copy to the park. Bring up to 10 people per
camping permit. You can only buy one permit per week. Park up to 3
vehicles per site in the main parking lot. Spread out on 900 sq ft! You can
set up 1 canopy and 3 tents (up to 10x10 ft each). The county does not
offer refunds unless they officially close the park for severe weather.
